Time for some Common Sense

You may have noticed that Shropshire Council is running out of money. It is a very
worrying situation and we have to make every penny count. I could fill this newsletter
explaining why the decisions made in the Shirehall have meant our situation is much
worse than other Councils but that won't help us now. However if my fellow Councillors
had accepted the proposal I made in March for an immediate 10% cut in all Councillor
allowances we would be saving £100K this year alone. To put that in perspective it is
four times the budget for youth services in the whole of Oswestry. Even after such a cut
Councillors in Shropshire would be paid a lot more than their colleagues in Staffordshire,
Herefordshire and Telford. As I went on to point out, Shropshire could save even more
money if it adopted Government advice to share functions like IT, HR and Finance with
other authorities as well as tightening up on the management of some of its contractors.
Rest assured I will continue to advocate for savings in these areas before we cut any
services. It is simple common sense.
